On day two they will participate in a collaborative process to build their own amazing earthworks installation. 

General Information for Parents        Each day everyone will meet at 9:00 a.m. at the Ripple Rock Nature Center in Capitol Reef National Park and then will split off into their separate groups. You will need to bring a lunch and refillable water bottle each day. Snacks will be provided in the morning and the afternoon. If your child has food allergies you may want to provide his/her own snack. Wear sunscreen, bring a hat, and wear closed toed shoes. There is no cost to participate but each child must be pre-registered to participate. Sign up is on a first come first served basis. Space is limited to 20 participants in each of the programs above.
